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St. Luke’s Health System – General Fact Sheet
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Founded in 1902, St. Luke’s mission is to improve the health of the people in our region by providing access to a full range of effective and efficient health care and related services, offered through a regional system. We will continue to fund our operations, our research, and our outreach programs from revenue and contributions while reinvesting resources back into the community.

St. Luke’s is a 501c3 federally recognized non-profit organization. As a community based not-for-profit health system, St. Luke’s Health System is guided by volunteer board of directors, with local boards of directors selected to serve each community where St. Luke’s has a hospital facility.  As a not-for-profit health system, all revenues generated by St. Luke’s are reinvested in the organization in order to fulfill our regional mission in the form of services, facilities, personnel and equipment.

St. Luke’s is a regional health care system serving the entire state of Idaho, eastern Oregon and northern Nevada. For fiscal year 2008, St. Luke's had more than 501,157 patient encounters, of which more than 32,233 were inpatients.

St. Luke’s Boise/Meridian Regional Medical Centers = 634

St. Luke’s Wood River Medical Center = 84
St. Luke’s Health System offers highly specialized regional expertise in the areas of cancer care, cardiac services, children’s services and women’s services.

St. Luke’s has been nationally recognized in many ways for our high standard of quality care. Since 1999, St. Luke’s has been recognized as one of the nation’s top hospitals by the National Research Corporation (NRC), and has again been recognized for 2007/2008. The Consumer Choice Award honors hospitals for having the best overall quality, best doctors and nurses as well as the best image and reputation. St. Luke’s has also been designated by the American Nurses Credentialing Center as the 39th Magnet Hospital in the nation. St. Luke’s was the first hospital in Idaho to merit such distinction.  St. Luke’s was redesignated as Magnet Hospital in 2006.  For the second year in a row, St. Luke’s has been listed as a Solucient 100 Top Cardiovascular Hospital in the United States. In June 2003, Avatar International Inc., a leader in health care research and consulting, awarded St. Luke’s Regional Medical Center with service quality awards in the categories of Best Overall Performer, Ambulatory Surgery Care, and Meeting or Exceeding Patient Expectations – St. Luke’s received Best Overall Performer and Exceeding Patient Expectations for the last two years (2002-2004).  In 2008, St. Luke’s Boise/Meridian  was named a Thomson 100 Top Hospitals National Benchmarks for Success award winner by Thomson Healthcare. In November 2008, St. Luke’s Boise/Meridian was also named a Top Hospital for Cardiac Care by Thomson Reuters.

· St. Luke’s Internal Medicine: Jefferson, Parkcenter, Meridian, and Cloverdale, Eagle (spring 2008)

· St. Luke’s Breast Cancer Detection Centers: Eight locations (Five in Ada County, one in Elmore County, one in Canyon County, one in Blaine County).

· St. Luke’s Eagle Medical Center opened as an urgent care facility in March 2008. 

· St. Luke’s Boise Medical Center began serving patients in 1902. 

· St. Luke's Meridian Medical Center began serving outpatients in April of 1996 and serving inpatients in November of 2001. 

· St. Luke’s Magic Valley Medical Center began serving patients in May of 1907 and expects to open a new hospital facility in 2010. 

· St. Luke’s Wood River Medical Center began serving patients on November 19, 2000. 

· St. Luke’s Mountain States Tumor Institute (MSTI) began serving patients in 1969 and opened its facility in Nampa in November 1991, Fruitland August of 2002, Meridian 2002, and Twin Falls 2002.

In 2008, more than 8,500 babies were born system-wide

St. Luke’s Children’s Hospital cares for 50,000 children each year.

· Idaho’s 1st Level III Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU), 1970 

· Idaho’s 1st and only Pediatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU), 1985

· Idaho’s largest dedicated pediatric care unit, 33 beds

· Children’s Specialty Center, pediatric outpatient services.
· Only Idaho hospital (and the first hospital nationally) to be affiliated with the Children’s Miracle Network (CMN).
· Only Idaho hospital affiliated with the National Association of Children’s Hospitals and Related Institutions (NACHRI).
Since St. Luke’s MSTI opened its doors in 1969 it has become Idaho’s largest provider of cancer care services, administering to approximately 800 patients each day, with more than 3,200 patients treated last year alone, including children. In the thirty-five years of cancer care at MSTI, more than 59,000 patients have been treated.
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
